· The Agape service is a prayerful sending forth of the giving team.  All contents should be spiritually uplifting.  
· Scripture should be chosen for its relationship to the Christ Renews Process and the reflection should center on the speaker’s own experience of this scripture in regards to the process.  This is not a witness.
· Personal Reflection is a reflection on how the Christ Renews process has influenced the speaker’s life in the past 2 years since receiving the weekend.  This is not a witness to the speaker’s life in general, but to how life has changed since Christ Renews.  A brief description of the speaker’s life experience can begin the talk, but most of the subject matter should be centered on the past 2 years of change or reawakening.

· Both the Scripture reflection and the Personal reflection must be reviewed by Fr. Kevin prior to the Agape service.  Review and input from the speakers’ team is also suggested.

· The opening song should be the giving team’s theme song.  The second song should be chosen to relate to the given reflection.

· It is suggested that the evening begin by singing a couple well known songs at approximately 7:50pm.  Begin the service promptly at 8:00pm.

· Socializing should be confined to the Narthex of the church after the service and not in the sanctuary.
